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Introduction 

This milestone report is prepared by Component 1 of the Malaysia Building Integrated 

Photovoltaic (MBIPV) Project to report to the National Project Leader and other higher 

authorities involved in the MBIPV Project.

Background 

The Finance and Investment Forum on Photovoltaic (PV) 

Technology event is part of Component 4’s (C4) industry 

and business development program under Malaysian 

Building Integrated Photovoltaic (MBIPV) Project.  

 

 

 

The event which was held in the KL Tower was supported by 

International Energy Agency Photovoltaic Power Systems programme 

(IEA-PVPS).   

  

The goal of having the event is to give a better understanding on the potential of the PV 

technology, the profitability and advantages of investments in PV and the business 

opportunities. Meanwhile the objectives for the forum are as follows : 

�  To enhance knowledge of the local finance institutions and other stakeholders on 

the status and potential of the global PV business and industries 

�  To present international showcases on PV  projects  financing and investments 

�  To discuss the latest policy drivers and new PV financing opportunities  

 

This event consisted of three presentations from international 

experts and two from local experts. After the presentations, 

there was a panel of discussion with all the speakers to answer 

questions from the participants. 
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Methodology / Process 

During MBIPV project’s retreat on 6th January 2008, it was decided to have this event in 

line with the increasing interest and questions from the finance sector in Malaysia 

concerning the PV technology.  

 

On 15 January 2008, the event was promoted in the MBIPV website, PTM main page and 

UNDP website.  The team received a lot of enquiries about the event from the members of 

the public. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

A ¼ page black and white advertisement was published in the New 

Straits Times on 25th February 2008. The same advertisement was 

published in the Star on 3rd March 2008.  The number of 

registrations increased significantly after the advertisements were 

published.  The event was also highlighted in local and international 

publications i.e : Photon International, Re-focus, Roof and Façade 

and Energy Smart.  

 

The FIF leaflets were distributed by the team to their respective 

stakeholders. The team also responded to numerous enquiries 

regarding the event and invitations were disseminated via email and 

faxes. The registrations had increased significantly after the 

aforesaid promotions were done by the team. 
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Impact Analysis  

Analysis on the Event  
 
Originally, the maximum number of participants 

anticipated was 100. A week before the closing date, 

which was 3rd March 2008, the total number registered 

rose to 160. As such, the team decided to increase the 

number of participants up to 180 pax. The final 

registered participants for the event were 220 pax. On 

the actual day, about 180 participants were attended.  

 

Majority of the participants came from PV industry while 

others came seeking PV business opportunities.  Some 

of the participants were from the financial institutions, 

building industry i.e property developers, architects and 

engineers and the rest were from universities, 

government agencies and other associations. 

 

The press interview was held during the afternoon 

session at the VIP holding room. Reporters from 

the Business Times, Bernama, Medialink, B & I, 

Malaysian Reserve and The Edge interviewed Ir. 

Ahmad Hadri Haris, Mr. Charles Yonts, Mr. Piuss 

Husser, Mr. Andreas Balzer and Dr. Tan Yi Wa. 

 

Most of participants were happy with the lunch at 

the Restaurant Sri Angkasa (also known as revolving restaurant).  
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Analysis Based on Feedback Form  
 

On the day, 180 forms which were distributed and only 139 were 

returned (77%). In order to encourage participants to return the 

form, in return for the filled feedback form, the participants were 

given a PV Industry Handbook and SURIA 1000 note book which 

came along with the SURIA 1000 paper bag.

According to the feedback and discussion with the participants, it was found that the 

expectations from the industry players have increased towards the contents and new 

information. Overall 86% said that this was a good event. 

 

87% from the feedback were satisfied with the project’s website (www.ptm.org.my/bipv), 

only 5% of them felt the navigation of the website can be improved. The feedback also 

showed that the website’s response time can be improved.  In view of that, the team will 

do some improvement to the website in order to cater the needs of industry players as well 

as to disseminate the information to the publics efficiently.  

 

Some of the participants felt that the seminar organised by MBIPV is one of the platform  

to involve further in the PV business. It was shown from the overwhelming response from 

the participants regarding taking part in future PV business development programme or 

event as 85% of them provide their details in the feedback form so that the team can 

contact for future programme.  

 

Impact Analysis of Post Event 

 
From the point of view of C1, the impact is restricted to logistic issues as C4 will cover the 

impact of the event. As for C1 concerned, are more on the coverage by the medias.  

 

On 18 March 2008, NST at 

Business Times online published 

press release on the event. The 

coverage indicated additional 

investments are required to boost 

the building integrated 

photovoltaic (BIPV) industry in 

Malaysia as demand for the 

energy is expected to grow 

significantly over the next few 

years. 
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Conclusion 

Based on the overall event evaluation, it can be concluded that the Finance and 

Investment Forum on Photovoltaic Technology has met its objectives. More than 150 

organisations from PV industry, ministries, government agencies, financial institutions, 

business association and companies participated in the event. 

 

The event provided capacity and awareness building for the local finance institutions and 

other stakeholders on the status and potential of the worldwide PV business and 

industries, with focus on finance sector. It also presented international showcases on PV 

projects financing and investments. 

 

As far as expectations were concerned, a majority felt that the event met their objectives 

better than expected. This was confirmed at the end of the event with participants coming 

forth to the MBIPV team with congratulatory message on their concerted efforts.
